We had the incredible privilege of having Andrew Bath, a Year 12 graduate of Western Heights College (Class of 
2007), come and visit the college on Monday 20th February. Andrew is a fighter pilot with the Royal Australian   
Airforce (RAAF), and has graduated to become an F-18 Super hornet fighter pilot é what an achievement é.  
One amazing officer! 

 Andrew gave an extensive presentation to our student leaders about his journey in following his dream of         
becoming a fighter pilot, along with some sensational video footage of him in the pilot seat refuelling his fighter jet 
from an airborne tanker at about 700 kmh, which is their cruising speed.  

Andrew talked about following his dream and linked the talk to the themes of our College Motto óLearn, Believe, 
Achieveô; as he mentioned the need to continually learn. He discussed the barriers when receiving feedback and 
the only way forward was to focus on how to get better as the key to his success in gaining fighter pilot status. He 
constantly referred to the ability to Believe in yourself and that this confidence came with hard work and practise, 
practise practice. He often during his talk linked success to the Achievement of smaller milestones, and the need 
to keep going with a clear focus on the end in mind.  

Andrew spent some time with our Year 12 Student Leadership group over lunch, then did a hour presentation to 
the Student leaders from Year 7 ï 12, going through some of his equipment and explaining what it is used for. His 
helmet alone was worth over $100,000 é what a gadget, quite extraordinary. 

To further add to the visit, a week later Andrew organised to do a fly over the college in his F-18 Super hornet 
fighter with a wave of his wings mid-flight é. very, very 
spectacular.
